PowerPoint Tips

Want to add shapes to a PowerPoint slide.

You can add shapes to a PowerPoint slide by simply using the AutoShapes button from
the Drawings toolbar. You can also add symbols and text to a shape if you like.

Want to use only part of a picture in PowerPoint.

In PowerPoint, you may find a picture you like but only wish to use part of it. To use only
a portion of a picture:

e You must first insert the picture into your slide.

e Now, click the picture that you want to edit and click Ungroup from the Draw menu.

¢ Now, click somewhere on the slide aside from the picture, and then click on an object
in the picture you wish to delete and press Delete.

Change the background color in PowerPoint

You can easily change the background color while working in Microsoft PowerPoint. To do this:

e From the Format menu, click Background.
e Make your selections.
e Click Apply to change one slide or Apply to all to change the background on all the slides.

Adding a background sound to a PowerPoint slide.
To add a background sound to a PowerPoint slide:

e Open the Insert menu.
e Select Movies and Sounds.
e Click Play CD Audio Track.

When a CD is inserted, a dialog box will appear. From here, simply choose the track you
want and select the options you want for it.

During your presentation, simply double -click on its icon to start the music.

Use transitions to enhance your slide show.

One way to enhance your slide show is to use transitions. To add transitions to
your slide show:

e Open the View menu.

e Click Slide Sorter.

e To add a transition, right -click a slide and click Slide
Transition.

e Make your selection. , %
